Language, Mathematics, Science and Humanities at G1, G2 or G3. 

• Subject level at the start of Secondary 1 is based on their PSLE Score and 

indicated by Posting Groups.

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(4) Subject Level Flexibility Throughout Secondary 
Education

• Beyond the start of Secondary 1, students may adjust their subject levels 

across their secondary school journey.

• Students can offer English Language, Mathematics, Science and/or 
Mother Tongue Languages at a more demanding level from         
Semester 2 of Secondary 1 or start of Secondary 2

• Students can offer Humanities subjects at a more demanding level from 

Secondary 2 onwards, based on their results in Secondary 1.
